VARIATION OF THE FUNDING AGREEMENT

The Parties agree that with effect from the 1 September 2020 the Funding
Agreement shall be amended as follows:

a. on the summary sheet, on page 4 against “Age Range”, delete the
number “4” and insert “3” in its place; and

b. in clause 2B delete the number “4” and insert “3” in its place.

Except as varied by this Deed, the Funding Agreement shall remain in full force
and effect.

Governing law and jurisdiction

This Deed, and any disputes or claims arising out of or in connection with it,
its subject matter or formation (including non-contractual disputes or claims),
shall be governed by and construed in accordance with English law.

The parties irrevocably agree that the English courts have exclusive jurisdiction
to settle any dispute or claim that arises out of or in connection with this Deed
or its subject matter or formation (including non-contractual disputes or claims).
